Breitkopf & Hartel (Euvres Complettes (1804—ca. 1819), which was prepared under Clementi’s
supervision. In the chance it may have been an uncorrected misprint, and for those who find the
note harmonically jarring, it is suggested that an E—flat may be an attractive alternative choice.
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What was said in our footnote for measure 26 applies here as well, except for this passage being in a

different key. Our suggestion for an alternative note here would be an A—flat in place of F—sharp.
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
